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1.  Mail, Email and Packages

We are pleased to provide an email service again this year from Bunk One!  Please see 

the attached form for more information. 

c.  Packages: 

Care packages are welcomed! They may contain little gifts, notes, film etc. However, 
food or perishable items are not allowed, with the exception of individually wrapped 
gum.  Please be advised, that due to health, safety, and cleanliness issues, we will be 

removing any unapproved food that your campers receive. Every day, (except Saturday) 
each child has the opportunity to select a snack from the canteen. Therefore, there is no 

need for additional food to be stored in their bunks.  New this year!! All packages will 

be opened at the office and all food items will be take and given back to the camper 

at their final day at camp.  With so many food allergies, as well as cleanliness issues 

we will need to strictly uphold this policy! 
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2.  Healthcare Policies and Procedures 

All Health and Safety forms must be submitted no later than two weeks prior to the 

first day of your childôs first day of camp.  If you have any questions about your 

childôs medical concerns, the Health Staff will be available to answer any of your 

questions.

Please advise us of any special conditions of health, diet, or personal habits that affect 

your child. This includes current behavioral problems of your children and any 

professional assistance you have sought for the treatment of such problems. Please be 

assured that all disclosures will be kept in professional confidence. Such information is 

crucial to enable our senior staff to assign, train and supervise our counselors to best 

serve the needs of your child. All health information must be in writing and attached to 

the medical form. Please do not suspend medication for the summer. 

a.  Medication:  

Parents MUST USE Rapps Pharmacy Camp Program RX (1-877-RAPPS-10) for all 

medications, including OTC antihistamines.  This is to fulfill the requirements set by the 

American Camping Association.   All medications must be dispensed by the Health 

Center Staff. No medication may be kept in the bunks.  DO NOT SEND first aid supplies 

with your camper.  We have all of the necessary medications at the camp Health Center 
and will confiscate over the counter medications that are found in the bunks.  

b.  Medical Forms: 

At the end of this packet you will find the medical forms.  EVERY CAMPER and 

STAFF MEMBER must fill these out regardless if returning from 2009.  If you have had 

a physical within the last two years, you do not need a new physical but will need the 

physician to sign off on the medical forms.  This is clearly explained in the medical 
packet. 

 

c.  Head Lice: 

 

Head lice infestation continues to be a problem at schools, communities and camps all 
over the country.  Therefore, Laurelwood will be taking the following precautions to 

attempt to minimize the risk of lice among our campers, CITs and staff: 
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1. All campers and staff members will be CAREFULLY CHECKED upon their arrival to 
camp, each Monday morning before breakfast, as well as at the end of Visiting Day (for 

Full Season campers). 
(Head Lice Continued) 
 

2. During pre-camp Orientation & Training, our staff members will be taught how to 
detect symptoms of head lice and how to deal with childrenôs feelings regarding this 

issue. 
 
3. In the event that head lice is detected during the session, individuals will immediately 

be instructed not to share belongings, and Laurelwoodôs standard response plan will be 
put in motion. 

 
 
If a child is found to have head lice, parents will be contacted and will be asked whether 

they would like to remove and treat their child at home immediately, or have the camp 
treat. Any costs for treatment carried out at camp will be billed directly to the parents. 

Campers that are removed from camp for treatment will not be permitted to return to 
camp until after they have been checked by Laurelwoodôs medical staff. 

d.  Dental Health: 

Please make sure your children's teeth arrive at camp in good shape. If your child needs 

urgent dental treatment, we will take him/her to a nearby clinic and we will bill you for 
the costs. 

e.  Eyeglasses: 

If your child wears glasses, please have them bring an extra pair to camp, labeled with 

their full name on the frames. Please include a copy of your child's eyeglass prescription 

with his/her medical form. If your child needs urgent eyeglasses or optometrist services, 

we will take him or her to a nearby optometrist and will bill you for the costs. 
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f.  Health Reminders 

Meeting the accreditation standards of the American Camping Association, our staff 

includes nurses and a camp physician throughout the camp season. Routine health care 

provided in the camp infirmary is covered under the camp tuition. When a medical 

problem arises that requires attention in a local pediatrician's office or Yale New Haven 
Hospital, a bill will be sent directly to the parents for payments. 

We will contact with you regarding the health of your child, should the need arise. A 

simple guideline: "no news is good news"! We will not call you about minor bruises and 

scrapes. We will call you if your child has to spend the night in the Health Center for any 

reason or has any serious medical problem. We will contact you if your child requires the 

attention of any outside medical personnel. 

A child cannot be admitted to camp without first having been examined by his or her 

physician with up-to-date immunizations and a full physical exam. We must have the 
completed physical (form provided) on hand in the Health Center at the start of camp. 

 

BY CONNECTICUT STATE LAW, "A CHILD ARRIVING AT CAMP WITHOUT 

COMPLETE MEDICAL RECORDS WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE." IF YOUR 

CHILD HAS BEEN EXPOSED TO ANY COMMUNICABLE DISEASE AFTER MAY 
30, PLEASE ADVISE US.

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3.  Camper Clothing and Packing  

Please refer to these lists as you prepare your child for camp. Make sure that every item 

you send is securely labeled with your child's name. Please pre-wash all new clothing 

prior to sending it to camp. Please note that this is just a guideline to help you pack for 
this summer. (You may cut the list in half for those attending mini camp.)  

Personal sports equipment such as baseball gloves, tennis rackets, fishing poles, and 

bicycles and helmets (Bicycles will be locked up and campers will only be permitted to 

use them at designated biking periods) are welcome at camp. Do not send skateboards, 

rollerblades, or wheelies.   

Please label all of your items. Equipment (Except bicycles) will be stored in the 

bunks. Camp is not liable for any broken, misplaced, or lost equipment. 

Guitars, harmonicas etc. are among musical instruments that campers frequently bring to 

camp in order to practice, perform with at the Talent Show, or entertain at a dance. Please 

feel free to send them with your child. We encourage you to be sure that your insurance 
plan covers any potential damage or loss to these items. 

Camp Laurelwood will provide each camper with a t-shirt at the beginning of each 

session. Other apparel will be available for sale. Camp clothing will be available for 
purchase on the opening day of camp. 

Rainy Day Gear: 

In case of a rainy weather, please send your child with waterproof outerwear. 

Shabbat Attire: 

In honor of Shabbat the campers and staff dress nicely. As a Laurelwood tradition, all 

campers and staff must wear white shirts and nice pants, shorts, or skirts.  (Bottom s 

do not need to be white) 

 

Important Clothing Note:  

Please do not include any clothing with language or art that promotes behavior that 

demeans the camper or the values that the camp promotes. Should a camper be found 

wearing such articles, the staff will escort them back to their cabins to change their 
clothes, and the clothing deemed inappropriate will be taken away to the office.

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b.  Electronic Appliances and Electronic Devices: 

Limited electric outlets require careful sharing of access.  

Campers are not permitted to bring stereos, hot pots, refrigerators , televisions, hair 

straighteners (flat irons) or cellular phones to camp. Game systems such as PSP, Gameboy, 

and but not limited to Playstation DS are NOT PERMITTED on camp property .  

 If a camper is found using any of the above items, they will be taken by the staff and locked in 

the camp office for return to the parents. Ipods or MP3 Players are welcome at camp under the 

following circumstances: (i) the camp is not responsible for anything lost, stolen or broken, and 

(ii) none of the items above are brought to meals and activity periods. PLEASE NOTE AT ANY 

TIME THAT THESE ITEMS ARE USED AT INAPPROPRITATE TIMES, THEY WILL BE 
REMOVED AND LOCKED IN THE CAMP SAFE, UNTIL THE END OF THE SEASON! 

Hair dryers are permitted in the cabins, but their use is limited. 

c.  Cell Phones 

Under no circumstance is a cell phone allowed at camp.  Even if the cell phone serves as a 

camera or MP3 player.  If a cell phone is found at camp, it will be turned in to the Camp Director 

and stored in the office until the camperôs departure from camp.  Parents please do not send a 
cell phone through the mail as our camperôs packages are also checked for camp contraband.   

If you do need to reach your camper in an emergency situation, you should contact the camp 
office.   

d.  Lost and Found: 

Each year we donate hundreds of dollars of clothing to local charities. Unmarked belongings are 

placed in the Lost and Found Bins. The items are displayed regularly and are available for 

campers to access at all times. Please help us to return your child's clothing by making sure 

everything is clearly marked.  All Lost and Found will be held for up to one week after the 

camp season ONLY!!  Lost and Found will be displayed at each pick up day for parents to 

look through. 
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4.  General Camp Information 

a.  Food: 

Campers requesting a vegetarian diet must note this on their medical form. Because these meals 

are made especially for your child, it must be understood that the request is for the entire session 

and not an individual meal. Please make sure if there is a food allergy, that the specific allergy is 

sited and documented by your childôs physician.  We will also be happy to set up a consultation 
with our chefôs re: dietary restrictions. 

b.  Laundry  

Laundry is picked up once per week and returned within two days. Please help us by labeling 

clothes! Please note washing instructions when purchasing camp clothes. Delicate clothing 
cannot be guaranteed in our camp laundry.  

Mini-Camp Campers (2 week sessions) will have laundry once during their stay.  Please pack 
accordingly. 

c.  Birthdays:  

We celebrate birthdays with an announcement in the Mess Hall. The entire camp participates in 

singing Happy Birthday and a birthday cake is made for the bunk. If you would like to do 

something additional (Ice Cream, Pizza Party)  please see the attached form if you would like to 
arrange such a party.   

d.  Bar/Bat Mitzvahs:  

As in years past, Riva Schanker will be available for tutoring. (There will be a charge to be 
discussed with her.) If your child would like such tutoring, fill out the attached form. 

e.  Academic Tutoring: 

Academic tutoring will be available this summer .Please call or email the office for more 

information. There will also be an additional charge for this service. 

f.  Bunk Bed Request: 

We will do our best to make sure that your child is housed with at least one of their choices of 

bunkmates. Please fill out the bunk bed form enclosed. Please note if there is a medical or 
physical reason for your child not to be placed on the top bunk. 
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g.  Friend Request 

We will promise to place your child with at least one of their friends requested. 

h.  Tipping the Staff:  

Tipping is a very personal choice. The Camp Laurelwood staff believes it is up to each family to 

thank their camperôs staff in whatever way is comfortable. Remember, our counselors are 
professionals who are dedicated to serving every camper, with equal enthusiasm and care. 

 

5.  Policies and Procedures 

a.  Removal of a Camper : 

The Camp Laurelwood Board of Directors has approved the following two policies and has 

instructed the staff to act accordingly. Please be sure to review these policies with your child 
before camp.  

b.  Drugs, Alcohol, and Weapons  

Any camper involved with alcohol, cigarettes, drugs, weapons or firearms of any kind 
whatsoever will be sent home immediately with no tuition refund.  

c.  Vandalism 

Every member of our camp is responsible for the cleanliness and maintenance of themselves and 

of the entire camp property. Any camper who defaces camp property or the personal property of 

another camper or staff, will be expected to repair that damage fully. If such intentional 

defacement or graffiti requires professional efforts to heal the physical damage to camp, the 

camper's parentôs will charged for the repairs. Immediate payment will be required and the child 
will be sent home with no tuition refund. 

In addition, the camp reserves the right to send home any campers whose actions we determine 

to be detrimental, harmful or disrespectful to themselves or to any member of the camp 

community. This includes campers who leave the campground without staff supervision. Camp 

Laurelwood strives to provide standards of respect, appropriate language and positive 

attitude. These behaviors are reinforced by our staff by serving as role models for our  
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Vandalism (Continued) 

campers. Camp Laurelwood reserves the right to remove any camper from camp whose behavior 

does not meet these standards. 

d.  Camp Visitation 

Camp Laurelwood has 1 visiting per season for FULL SESSION CAMPERS ONLY. Visiting 

day will be on July 25th and parents may take their camper(s) off campus for the afternoon. 

Parents are also welcome to stay on camp property and have lunch in our mess hall.   Please 

contact the office if a parent/guardian is not able to attend visiting day so that arrangements can 
be made. 

 There may be other days when family members may visit the camp only with the approval of the 

Camp Director.  If a parent/guardian is approved to pick up a camper, drop off a package etc. 

they may only stop at the office.  No visitors are permitted to enter a bunk at any time.  At 

no time can a parent, alumni, family member, friend, or past staff member enter the camp 

property without prior permission from the Camp Director and without first stopping at the camp 
office to sign in and receive a guest pass.   

Anyone who violates the above policies will be immediately escorted off camp property, and if 
necessary, authorities will be contacted.
